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Dear Mama,

consider my caution here as from one who loves you, Mama. The Bible is clear, it is 
appointed once for man to die and then comes the judgment. Your life is just a
temporary moment. We all will die, and we don't know when that time will be. Are you 
prepared to die? If you were to stand before God today and give an account for your 
life, what would he say? Would you be declared righteous and worthy of entering 
heaven or would you be declared guilty of breaking the law of God as outlined in the 10 
commandments and deserving an eternity in hell?
 
Allow me, a fellow broken person to show you your brokenness. Have you lied? Have 
you stolen? The Bible says that liars and theives wont' be permitted in heaven. It also 
says that we all have sinned (broken God's laws) and have fallen short of the Glory of 
God.
