YL Oil Protocol Used for Equine Founder
Subject: Einstein, 18yr old miniature horse 
Approximate weight 400 lbs, 36 inches tall
He couldn’t move more than a few feet around his stall and was teetering from his front feet to his back feet in excruciating pain!

Diet (2 times per day): 1 flake of grass mix hay and 1lb soaked beet pulp with a digestive enzyme supplement (ABC plus), plenty of fresh water at all times. 
All oils used were ONLY Young Living Essential Oils. These are the highest quality oils available since they are produced with care & love; the foremost factors in healing.
Day 1
Raindrop procedure on spine starting with 3 drops Valor at base of tail and 3 drops Valor at withers (where the mane starts)

The following oils were dispersed along Spine:
 6 drops each 

Valerian, Melrose, Cypress, Mountain Savory, Helichrysum
The following oils were used in the Mouth:

 2-3 drops each Peace & Calming, Lavender
The following oils were used on the bottom of hooves, on the frog: 

2 drops each Pan-Away, Helichrysum

Day 2

The same outlined procedure as above. Oils Used:
Spine:

3 drops Valor at base of tail and 3 drops on the withers

6 drops: 

Pan-Away, Palo Santo (or Frankincense), Peace & Calming, Valor

Mouth:

2-3 drops Peace & Calming, Lavender

Hooves:

2 drops Pan-Away, Helichrysum

After this day I had ran out of Pan-Away so I substituted the following: Valerian
Day 3
Spine:
3 drops Valor at base of tail and 3 drops on the withers

6 drops each Mountain Savory, Cypress, Valerian, Lavender

Mouth:

2 drops Peace & Calming, Lavender

Hooves:

2 drops each Helichrysum, Melrose

After this treatment, (about 6 hours) the horse was moving around 50-60% better than he had in the past 4 weeks!

Day 4   This was a “trial day” to see if less became more since he was telling me he felt SO MUCH better! 
Spine:

3 drops Valor tail & withers

6 drops Lavender

Mouth: 

2 drops Lavender

Hooves:

2 drops Lavender each hoof

Day 5 After the trial day he was still a bit sore so the following protocol was used
Spine:

3 drops Valor tail & withers

6 drops Lavender, Immu-Power, Idaho Tansy, Valor, Cypress
Mouth:

2 drops Lavender

Hooves:
2 drops Helichrysum, Valerian

Day 6

Spine:

3 drops Valor tail & wither

6 drops Lavender, Immu-Power, Idaho Tansy, Cypress

Mouth: 

2 drops Lavender

Hooves:

2 drops Helichrysum, Valerian 
At this point I had run out of Helichrysum, so I substituted Lavender.
Day 7- Day 15 
Spine:

2 drops Valor tail & wither

6 drops Lavender, Immu-Power, Valor
Mouth:

2 drops Lavender

Hooves:

2 drops Lavender, Valerian

By day 13, Einstein was trotting around and devising ways to get into all sorts of trouble! (Back to his old self!!!) I continued with the same treatment for 2 more days. The 15th day he didn’t want to stay still for spine application, so I did what he would allow and had him inhale and lick the left-over oils that were on my hands. (I had also offered him the oils on my hands everyday during the procedures, some days he would lick while other days he would just inhale.)

 I will continue to use the oils on him, but in a light fashion. 
I will be using: 4 drops Pan-Away, Valor & Immu-Power on the spine, 2 drops of Lavender in the mouth, and 2 drops of Pan-Away on his hooves, but only on the days his hooves show pain. If he won’t “hang out” and receive the Raindrop on his spine, I’ll have him inhale or lick them off of my hands. I will continue this until he no longer wants to inhale or lick the oils. For maintenance (when the founder symptoms are in remission) I will choose oils for metabolic, emotional, or neurological balancing such as Endo-Flex, Tsuga, and Valor.
